Enhanced Neighborhood Watch  
The program progressed through 2008. The 
Enhanced Neighborhood Watch Program focuses on 
increasing the participation of the community by 
facilitating solutions to problems of mutual concern.  
It also enhances the quality of life for the residents of 
the community.  With enhancing our existing 
Neighborhood Watch Program, we hope to 
encourage residents to participate with the police 
department, thus increasing communication and 
resolving problems that affect the quality of life for the 
community.  The program was utilized to disseminate 
information related to Fourth of July activities, crimes 
related to specific areas or subdivisions and 
organizing meetings for the program.  In addition, 
numerous quality of life issues such as tall weeds, 
abandoned vehicles and non-functioning street lights 
were brought to the attention of the police department 
and resolved quickly.  
 
During 2008 there were approximately 20 Enhanced 
Neighborhood Watch meetings attended by over 300 
residents.   More residents were reached by the new 
30X30 Enhanced Neighborhood watch signs.  The 
signs are posted in the neighborhoods approximately 
one week before the meeting with the date, time and 
location of the meetings.  Flyers are also 
disseminated throughout each of the respective 
areas to notify residents of the meetings. The 
Enhanced Neighborhood Watch Program will 
continue to strengthen within the community in 2008.   
 

Department Tours  
Ten tours of the police department were conducted in 
2008.  Several topics were discussed; strangers, 
fingerprinting, police officerôs duties etc.  Officers Lou 
Bysiek, Matthew Oswald and Brian Morrison gave 
tours of our Evidence Lab and showed the children 
and adults how fingerprints are taken off items at a 
crime scene.  During these tours, 9-1-1 items are 
handed out and were well received. 
 

Bicycle Patrol Unit  
The Bicycle Patrol Unit was active May through 
October.  The Bicycle Patrol Unit includes Deputy 
Chief Pawlisz, Sergeant Lora Del Bianco, Officers 
Aurena Davis, Edward Marks, Brad Veerman, 
Andrew Dowding, Louis Alessandrini, David Taylor, 
Matthew Oswald and Christopher Sonzo.  In addition 
to random patrol, the Bicycle Patrol Unit participated 
in local parades, block parties, Picnics in the Parks, 
Fishing Derby and Fourth of July events.  

 

All Terrain Vehicle Unit  
The ATV Unit includes Sergeants Del Bianco and 
Lindeman as well as Officers Davis, Klausner, 
McNabney, Griffin, Sikora and Dowding.
